Ethics Policy 
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 All articles must be unpublished. In case of simultaneous submission, the author is  

required to inform the journal if the submitted article is accepted for publication 

elsewhere. 

 The journal has a strict policy against plagiarism. Authors may use appropriate software 

to check for duplication before submission. If plagiarism is detected, either by editorial 

team or peer reviewers, at any stage during the process of publication, the author will be  

asked to rewrite and cite resources with due diligence.
