Guidelines for Fee Concession Scheme for Students of Kamala Nehru College 

How to apply 

The College invites applications for Fee Concession for every academic session on the 

prescribed application form available on the college website 
(https://www.knc.edu.in/forms.php). All the desirous and eligible students will be required to 
submit their applications in due time period along with following self-attested documents.

Self-attested copy of Income certificate (Current financial year) attested by employer. 
In case of self-employment income certificate (Current financial year) issued by the 

Competent Government Authority
Self-attested copy of mark sheet of the previous examination
Self-attested copy of the BPL card if applicable 
Cancelled cheque/front page of passbook giving account details and IFSC Code 

(account must be seeded with Aadhar and in the name of the student only) 

Copy of college I card (Optional for Freshers) and College fee receipt of the academic 

year for which fee concession is claimed. 

Copy of Death Certificate of parent/s if applicable

Medical Certificate with prescriptions if parent/s is not having a job or source of 

income due to illness 

Category Certificate for SC, ST, OBC and EWS candidates only 

Fee payment receipt of the current semester for which fee concession is requested.

Completed application form along with all the above stated documents to be emailed to the 

following college email id scholarship.feeconcession@knc.du.ac.in. Kindly mention your 

name and course in the subject of the email. The online procedure for fee concession is a 

temporary measure considering the pandemic situation of Covid19. 

Eligibility Criteria 
The family income from all sources should be less than Rs. 300000/- per annum. 

The applicant should not get any other financial support such as scholarship, stipend 

either from the institute or an outside source. 

Those availing education loan from banks shall not be entitled for fee concession.

The student should not have any pending back paper/re-appear/supplementary in any 

of the Course paper. However, the rule may be relaxed in special cases and the 

decision of the Committee headed by the Principal shall be final. 

The student should not be involved in any disciplinary activity in the College. 

The total number of students granted fee concession in an academic session should not 

exceed ten percent (10%) of the total strength of students in the academic session. 



Merit-based criterion will be followed if more applications for fee concesS1On are 

received. 
in case of siblings, partial fee concession will be considered only. 

The students who face financial hardships due to the sudden and untimely demise or 

SOI earning member of their family will be considered for 100% waiver of 

Annual Fee, (Excluding University charges) provided such students are not involved 

in disciplinary activity. 
All PWD students satisfying the conditions laid out are exempted from paying the 

annual fee. 

Points to Note 

Fee concession may be withdrawn from the student if found guilty of misconduct, in 

case of irregular attendance and poor performance in the academic session. 

Fee concession and financial assistance will not be renewed if the student is not 

promoted to semester on the basis of university exam. 

If a student eventually gets any other scholarship and if (a)the amount exceeds the 

final assistance given to her by the college, the assistance will be withdrawn; and (b) 

if the scholarship amount falls short of the college assistance, only the balance shall be 

paid. 
In case, if a Student availing financial assistance from college decides to withdraw 

from the college, she will be treated as an ordinary student and will be charged as per 

rule. The Principal will have the power to waive this charge whenever it is absolutely 

necessary. 
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
