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ZERO TOLERANCE FOR RAGGING IN KNC

Kamala Nehru College is committed to root out ragging in all its forms.

Ragging is TOTALLY BANNED in the college, as per the “UGC Draft Regulation on
Curbing the Menace of Ragging in Higher Educational Institutions, 2009”.

The Regulation, In Para 5.2 states: Ragging in all its forms shall be totally banned in the
entire institution, including its department, constituent units, all its premises (academic,
residential, sports, canteen, etc.) whether located within the campus or outside and in all
means of transportation of students whether public or private.

The Regulation, In para 3.4 defines Ragging : “Ragging” means the following : Any
conduct whether by words spoken or written or by an act which has the effect of
teasing, treating or handling with rudeness any other student, indulging in rowdy or
undisciplined activities which causes or is likely to cause annoyance, hardship or
psychological harm or to raise fear or apprehension thereof in a fresher or junior
student asking the students to do any act or perform something which such student
will not in the ordinary course and which has the effect of causing or generating a sense
of shame or embarrassment so as to adversely affect the physique or psyche of a fresher
or ajunior student.

The college will take the strongest possible action against those found guilty of ragging, as
per para 5.3 of the Regulation, which states: The institution shall take strict action against
those found guilty of ragging and / or of abetting ragging.

As per the Regulation, punishment(s) may range from suspension/rustication of the
students involved, to afine ranging between Rupees 25, 000/- and Rupees 1 Lakh.

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ADMISSION GUIDELINES

Merit-Based Admission to Undergraduate Courses offered by the University

Undergraduate courses are offered by the University through its affiliated colleges in
various streams of studies under different faculties namely Arts, Social Sciences, Applied
Social Sciences and Humanities, Commerce and Business Studies, Mathematical
Sciences, Sciences and Inter Disciplinary and Applied Sciences. Courses and the various
criteria for eligibility are listed below. Applicants must check these thoroughly to see if
they satisfy the requirements.

Course-wise Merit List for Merit-based UG Admissions

The suggested course-wise and category-wise merit list published on the University
website shall be adhered to by all Colleges/ Departments of University of Delhi.

The marks entered by the applicant will serve as the basis for computing the total marks
for coursespecific combinations of —”Best Four” for admission in courses through the
faculties of Arts, Commerce, Mathematical Sciences, Music, Social Sciences, Applied
Social Sciences & Humanities, and "Three Subjects” for admission in courses under
faculties of Sciences and Applied Sciences. This may be displayed on the Admissions
portal before the declaration of First Cut-Off marks by the Colleges/ Departments.

A separate updated merit list will be published as an Annexure for applicants whose
marks are updated after the publication of the Suggested Course and Category-wise
merit list.

In order to facilitate the said Merit List, the applicant may choose subjects as relevant from
List A and List B.

For the calculation of “Best Four” subjects percentage for honours courses where
required, if the applicant includes subjects other than those given in Lists A and B,
then a deduction of 2.5%of maximum marks will be levied for each such subject for the
purpose of calculating 'Best Four'.

Relaxations in Course-specific Eligibility Criteria

* Todetermine their eligibility and merit, applicants from the SC/ST categories shall be
given a relaxation to the extent of 5% in the respective eligibility criteria and merit for
admission prescribed for applicants from the UR category. If, after giving 5%
relaxation, these reserved seats still remain vacant, further relaxation would be given
to the extent required in order to fill all the reserved seats in the course concerned.
Eligibility in such cases is pass percentage.

* To determine the eligibility and merit, applicants from the OBC category shall be
given a relaxation in the respective eligibility in the qualifying examination to the
extent of 10% of the eligibility marks prescribed for applicants from the UR Category.
For example, if the minimum eligibility for admission to a course is 50% for the UR
Category applicants, the minimum eligibility for the OBC category will be 45% (i.e.
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50% minus 10% of 50%).

ADMISSION GUIDELINES

* Applicants from the PwD category shall be given a relaxation in the respective
eligibility for the course concerned in the qualifying examination to the extent of 5%.

* Applicants from the CW category shall be given a relaxation of 5% in the respective
eligibility for the course concerned in the qualifying examination.

* Eligibility Criteria for merit-based admissions under the EWS category shall be
identical to that of UR category.

COLLEGE RULES AND REGULATIONS

All students are expected to abide by the rules and regulations of the college. Action will
be taken against students not following the rules mentioned below:-

Attendance

* Asper the university rules students are expected to attend a minimum of 66.6% of the
total number of lectures and tutorials delivered in the college.

* Students falling short of attendance will be detained and not allowed to taken the final
examination as per the university rules.

* All applications for leave of absence should reach the Principal not later than a week
after the student returns to the college.

* In case of sickness the application must be supported by a medical certificate and
prescription to be submitted within ten days of joining back. No overwriting on the
medical certificates is allowed. Certificates must have the doctor's registration number
and area of specialization for verification.

* Students missing classes because of extra-curricular activities are required to fill up
slips and submit to the administration on a monthly basis.

Discipline
* Theuse of crackers and Holi colours is not permitted within the college.
* Littering within the college premises is forbidden.

As the approach in education today drifts increasingly towards interdisciplinarity, the
B.A. Programme has established itself as the first choice of students aiming at multi-
disciplinary study. The B.A. Programme course at Kamala Nehru College, structured
according to the Choice Based Credit System (CBCS)

FACULTY followed by Delhi University, offers a plethora of subject

CO-ORDINATOR combinations for students to choose from. The multi-

disciplinary B.A. Programme Committee at Kamala Nehru

Ms Nidhi Bhandari College, consisting of one teacher from every department of
the college, looks after our students' holistic development.

Course Structure
Upon admission, every student chooses her two Core Discipline subjects, which are
studied across the three years of the course.

Note:

1. Thecollegereserves the right to discontinue any combination/subject if the number of
students offering the course is less than five.

2. Number of seats for each combination is fixed. Admission to a particular combination
is subject to the availability of seats.

3. Students opting for Mathematics as a Discipline subject should have studied
Mathematics in school upto class 12.

Apart from this, a first-year student takes courses in language (Hindi/MIL and English)
and Ability Enhancement Compulsory Course (Communication Skills, Environmental
Studies) in the 1st and 2nd semesters. As the student moves on, apart from the 2 Core
Discipline subjects, she chooses her 4 Skill Enhancement Courses (SEC) and 2 Generic
Elective (GE) courses across semesters in 2nd and 3rd year.

Thus, B.A. Programme Semester 1 courses:

Language (English/ MIL) Discipline 1

AECC (Communication Skills/ EVS) Discipline 2

The B.A. Programme at Kamala Nehru College offered upto 6 - 8 options for SECand 7 - 8
options for GE course in the 2019 - 20 academic session, thus providing our students a
wide variety of courses to choose from. The inter-disciplinary component of the course,
GE courses provide students the opportunity to explore disciplines other than their 2 core
disciplines. Thus, a student with Economics-Geography can take up a GE in 'Media and
Communication Skills' or 'Indian Cultures' and so on.

archives from the college premises which is provided by the
University of Delhi. The library added more than 2008 titles
during the year 2017-2018 and the total collection of books
has reached now 101582 and 394 CDs and 683 DVDs. In
addition 71 Journals /Periodicals and 11 Daily Newspapers
(English and Hindji) are being subscribed for the benefit of
students and staff.

A Bar-coded ID Number card is issued to all members. After
producing the same, books are issued to them as here
under:-

1. MA Student 5Books
2. BA/BCom/Journalism (Hons) 4 Books
3.BA/B Com (Pass) 3 Books

The library is open throughout the year from Monday to
Friday. It is closed on Saturdays, Sundays and other

gazetted holidays. The Library has systematically arranged
stack hall at the ground floor. The Reference collections,
Question papers, and Syllabi are located on the first floor
with a large reading room for students and a fully air
conditioned research section with computer facility for the faculty. Hindi novels, old
bound periodicals, Punjabi literature etc are kept on the second floor. The library has
seating capacity of 300. The library provides DELNET and INFLIBNET facility to all
users. The college library also organises Book Club activities in cooperation with faculty
members Ms. Sanam Khanna and Ms. Susan Thomas, to foster the habit of reading among
students.

COMPUTER LABS

We have three large, modern, state-of-art computer labs. Keeping abreast with the times,
our computer labs are equipped with 120 computers, LCD projectors and internet facility
on all the computers. Workshops are organised and experts are invited from time-to-time
to educate the faculty members and students on latest technology.
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CERTIFICATE COURSE IN FRENCH

The college offers certificate courses in French at Three Levels. The Certificate Course
gives an understanding of the basics of the language. Students learn to write dialogues, E
mails postcards and letters, they also learn how to speak and answer questions after
listening to the audio exercises. At the end of the course they
appear for three papers of 100 marks each.

FACULTY
Dr Sheela Karki Paper-I: Grammar
Paper-II: Written expression
Paper-III: Oral expression

In order to pass they have to obtain 40 marks minimum in each paper and 150 marks in
total out of 300.

Diploma Course takes up from where the certificate course ends. Students study details
of the language and texts on global issues such as pollution, publicity, racial
discrimination and literary texts, they are also expected to improve on their oral
expression. They hear recorded lesson with each text for this. As in the Certificate Course
they appear for three papers out of which one is oral expression. The distribution of marks
and evaluation is the same as the Certificate Course.

In the Advanced Diploma Course more time is spent on writing texts and understanding
literature. The students study a minimum of ten or twelve literary texts in addition to the
book prescribed for study. They have to appear for four papers, the first two being the
same as for the Certificate and the Diploma but the third paper is Business French and
French for tourism. The fourth paper is Oral Expression. Students have to score 200 out of
400 on the whole to pass. By this time the student is expected to be able to speak and
answer without hesitation.

After completing the Advanced Diploma student are eligible to appear for the M.A.
French entrance examination at ].N.U. or Delhi University provided they have already
doneaBA Course.

Most students study French along with their regular Hons or Pass courses in the college
or other colleges. Many professionals alsojoin these courses.

The college is equipped with audio- visual aids and students are encouraged to join
activities related to the French Course such as organising exhibitions on the regions in
France, learning songs and carols and familiarising themselves with salient aspects of
French culture such as Cuisine, Art, Fashion and Architecture.

Admissions are open from the 1st to 31' July. Due to the heavy demand for these courses
students are enrolled on first come first served basis. They also have to give a written
undertaking that classes will be attended regularly.

The college takes great pride in having established NSO, NSS and NCC units in the
college along with several other societies which help to enhance the personality of our
students and empower them to emerge as more responsible citizens for tomorrow.

National Sports Organisation (NSO)

The department of Physical Education organises training classes for NSO students in
activities like Yoga, Taekwondo and Aerobics. Intra Mural competitions are also
organised in Carom, Badminton, Leg-Cricket and Athletics to encourage participation in
a wide variety of physical activities . Lectures are also organised for NSO students to
make them aware of the importance of being physically active and apply physical fitness
concepts and best practices that contribute to healthy and active living. Students also
showcase demonstrations in Aerobics, Taekwondo and Yoga on Annual Sports Day.

National Service Scheme (NSS)

NSS is a permanent youth programme under the ministry of Youth Affairs and Sports,
Government of India. The basic motto that describes NSS is 'Not MeBut You.' The NSS-
KNC hasa volunteer strength of more than 200 students who devote 120 hours each every
year towards social service. Our volunteers are engaged in various projects that
dealwithcausessuch as those of literacy, career awareness, education and cleanliness etc.
it organises cleanliness drives, blood-donation camps, free medical check-ups and many
other related activities as per the guidance of the HRD Ministry and the University of
Delhi.

National Cadet Corps (NCC)

NCC helps the students improve their personalities and build leadership qualities. It
helps them to deal with day to day life with confidence. Training is given in drill, home-
nursing, map reading, signalling, handling of weapons, archery, rowing, civil defence,
parasailing, mountaineering and water skiing. Summer camps are an annual feature
during the vacation.

Promoting legal literacy and equipping our students to exercise
their rights is a prominent goal of the WDC.

Green Beans Society

Green Beans society, the environment Club of Kamala Nehru College has been actively
involved in raising environmental awareness amongst students of the College from all
the streams. Environment and concern for its continuous deterioration is something
that is way past its limit confined to a group of scientists. Students from all the streams
can contribute in their own ways towards the protection of their immediate
environment.

In the last academic session of 2018-19, the society conducted activities like butterfly
count of campus and the dragonfly count of campus in association with WWF and
Bombay Natural History Society to make students understand the crucial ecological
role that these organisms play in our environment. We also conducted two workshops
on managing organic waste at home and converting it to compost through an easy
process.

OUR SOCIETIES AND ACTIVITIES

Srijan provides ample opportunities to students writing in Hindi to put their creative
spirit on paper.
