The Candidates, who are or have been awarded a Ph.D. Degree in accordance with the
University Grants Commission (Minimum Stal}dards and Procedure for Award of Ph.D.
Degree)  Regulations,  2009,  shall  be  exempted  from  the  requirement  of the  minimum
eligibility condition of NET for recruitment  and appointment of Assistant Professor or
equivalent  positions  in  University'  Coll.eges/Institutes.  Provided  further,  the  award  of
degree to candidates registered for the M.Phil.mh.D, programme prior to  1 I  July 2009,
shall be governed by the provisions of the then existing Ordinancesrey-laws/Regulations
of the Institutions awarding the degree and the Ph.D. candidates shall be exempted from
the  requirement  of NET  for  recruitment  and  appointment  of Assistant  Professor  or
equivalent  positions  in  Universities/Colleges/Institutes  subject  to  the  fulfillment  of the

Candidate has made at least two presentations in conferences/seminars, based on histher

A relaxation of 5% may be provided at the Graduate and Masters Level for the Scheduled
Castes/Scheduled  TribesDifferently-abled  (Physically  and  Visuall.y  differently-abled)
/Other  Backward  Classes  (OBC)  (Non-creamy  layer)  categories  for  the  puxpose  of
eligibility and for assessing good academic records during direct recruitment to faculty
positions.  The  eligibility marks  of 55%  marks  (or an  equivalent  grade  in  a point  scale
wherever  grading  system  is   followed)   and  the  relaxation  of  5%  to  the  categories
mentioned above are permissible, based on only the qualifying marks without including
any grace mark procedures.
